Featured Artist Info – Bob Karwin  

 
 

Bob Karwin began his music career in Boston, 
Massachusetts on June 4, 1990, playing to drunken 
mobs in the Irish pubs and college bars. He quickly 
made a name for himself in Beantown by being able to 
tame an unruly crowd fired by Guinness and Jack 
Daniels using only his guitar and a microphone.  
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Start your weekend EARLY 
Join us on Wednesday April 30 for a “float of 
a lifetime” by kayaking down the Colorado 
River.  This event will cost $ 50 and will 
include the float down the river, dinner, and 
always, Parrothead style entertainment.   
** Non- kayakers, an option for the dinner and 
entertainment will be available at a lesser 
cost.** 
 
We have managed a partnering deal with a 
van service out of Las Vegas for 
transportation to the AVI Resort and Casino.  
The normal cost of this trip is $ 50.  We have 
received a special event rate of $ 30/pp for that 
short 80 mile ride.  The vans have regular 
service, however, if your group can get 
together a group of 12 or more or if we can 
group people by arrival times at the airport, 
we will have special vans from Las Vegas 
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For those that are attending this year’s event 
you may have noticed that we had in operation 
a large screen display in the Convention 
Center.  This screen allowed us to project 
photos and other interesting information.  In 
2008 we will be offering to our attendees the 
privilege of placing a photo with caption on 
that screen for a charity donation.  We are 
working up the details and rules for this 
offering, so just think about someone or 
something that you would like to display to the 
audience during the event.    
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In 1993, Bob packed up his Jeep and moved to sunny 
San Diego. His blend of humor and thoughtful 
songwriting struck a chord with Southern Californians 
and he began to develop a following at his rowdy one 
man shows. 

Through the '90s, Bob ran the circuit of the clubs and 
colleges, writing the tunes that would eventually 
comprise his 1999 debut release, "A Little Something 
for Everyone." The CD met with critical acclaim. 
Richard Meltzer of the San Diego Reader wrote, "Bob 
Karwin is everything music is about." Cole Coleman of 
the Los Angeles magazine Music Connection found 
Bob's original songs "well-crafted, witty, sensitive at 
times," noting his voice to be "reminiscent of Jim 
Croce." 

Today, Bob is known as an exciting live performer who 
offers fun, upbeat songs spiced with humor and plenty 
of energy.  His two CD’s have each received regular 
rotation on Jimmy Buffett's internet radio station, Radio 
Margaritaville as well as many other broadcast and 
internet stations. 

Bob has performed with luminaries of the sunburn 
circuit including Coral Reefers Greg "Fingers' Taylor, 
Amy Lee and Doyle Grisham as well as legendary 
performers Sunny Jim White, Jerry Gontang, Tommy 
Rocker, Jim Hoehn and Mark Mulligan.   Bob even 
once shared a bill with Barenaked Ladies at the Pond 
in Anaheim. 

Bob has been seen at national events such as 
"Migration" in Long Beach, CA, "Phins to the West" in 
Laughlin, NV, at Tommy Rockers in Las Vegas, NV, 
and at bars and Parrot Head Club phlockings too 
numerous to mention. 
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 Each year PTTW invites Parrothead Clubs to 
partner in this regional event.  This past year 
we had 22 clubs sign up as a partner.  In 2008 
we are again looking for a reaffirmation from 
our past partners and a commitment from 
other new organizations.  PTTW relies on our 
partners and their support to make this a 
continuing success.
